How do I choose the best solar panel placement?

If you want to find out the best placement for your solar panels based on your location and roof

characteristics,you can use online tools such as solar panel calculator UK or solar maps. These tools can help

you estimate how much energy your solar panels can produce depending on their direction and angle.

 

Which direction should solar panels go?

As a general rule,the optimal direction for solar panels in the northern hemisphere is south. And in the

southern hemisphere,the direction is north. So,the optimal direction for solar panels in the entire United States

is south. The optimal tilt angle for fixed solar panels,as per a rule of thumb,is equal to the latitude of your

location.

 

How to calculate solar panel orientation?

The orientation is composed of two parameters: direction and tilt angle. Select your timezone and enter your

coordinates (latitude and longitude) to calculate the optimal orientation for fixed solar panels, twice adjusted

solar panels, quarterly (seasonally) adjusted solar panels, and monthly adjusted solar panels.

 

What angle should solar panels be installed on a flat roof?

The best angle for a solar panel system in the UK is between 20&#176; and 50&#176;. At this kind of

angle,your solar panels will be exposed to more sunlight,which will lead to more energy production and larger

savings. If you want to install solar panels on a flat roof,you can still achieve the optimal angle by propping

them onto a mounting system.

 

How to choose a solar installation angle?

If connected to a stand-alone power system,the installation angle of solar panels should be based on the light

conditionsto obtain the maximum power output. Generally,if the output of the solar panels can be met even on

the lowest light intensity of the year,then the solar output the chosen angle will meet the year-round demand.

 

Where should solar panels be installed?

To maximise the output of solar panels,you will want to have them installed on a south-facingsection of your

roof. South-facing solar panels in the UK receive the most sunlight exposure,as the sun is in the sky the most

in this direction.
